1 Host Rod Brown hardly got a word in as four stars from the days when
football had more “characters” in the game, entertained a good crowd in our Rushton Park club rooms.
Perched up high on the stage the stories rolled on and the audience loved every minute of it. It was not a
caseof “"# $% "# &""# '™ "# ( ”

but a special night where 4 knock about, down to earth blokes shared their thoughts on the modern game
(robots) as well as memories of a parade of some of the most famous names in Aussie Rules Football.

Could kick the ball either foot 60m and one of the most sensa-
tional leaps in the competition. Dry sense of humour. Mr cool. More than one taxi driver took him home and
gave him a bed for the night because he had fallen asleep
in the back seat. Seen —often- having a smoke at half
time, but about as tough as they come. He turned a 5 day
footy trip into a 24hr appearance (got chucked out), turned
another short stay footy trip into a 13 day safari. Said that
he only played footy for the footy trips and the mates.

The original country boy

from a very small town in rural NSW. As a kid played

Rugby League on Saturday and Aussie Rules on Sunday,

11 children in the family. AFL history was made when 4

Daniher brothers played in the same AFL league side

(Essendon) on the one day. Tezz could talk under water

with a mouth full of marbles (you had to be good to get a

word in in such a large family). Loves footy, loved training, loves life. The reluctant captain who became the
stuff of folk law. Daniher has more front than Myers.

Another small town country boy from Dudinin in WA who despite his best
efforts got famous at Essendon, (still coaches community footy today). Poor Billy, always the miss-directed
innocent one who got led astray. He said he got fined so

many times it cost him money to play league footy. When

Dermot Brereton ran through the 3/4 time huddle Hawthorn

Vs Essendon grand final Billy was the unfortunate one that

Dermy planted a kiss on as he went through.

Billy is convinced it was he, Van Der’s and Tezz that saved

Kevin Sheedy and make him the coach he is today; plus

saved Sheed’s marriage, saved his career. You name it

Sheedy should be thankful for it.

Believed they were pretty social

footballers back in those days. The audience was con-

vinced he was the very quiet unassuming type; then he got

going and talked for 10 mins and only covered his first 15

games (career total 174). He only lived one good kick from Princess Park (Vic) but always the last to training
and usually the last to leave. His panel van spent more time at the Princess Pk car park than anywhere else
often with Val asleep in the back (dents on the inside of the tailgate for his feet, because he is so tall). Val
said about all the boys “ they enjoyed the good times, but they got the job done, they stood up when they
were needed and had the respect”.
