MORE FUNDING ANNOUNCEMENTS SOON

Peel Thunder President John Ditchburn said on the phone from
Melbourne “this would have to be the biggest news i n our Clubs brief history.
It really adds to what has already been a huge year  for us both on and off the field
and gives us another boost. We have putin alot o f hard work to rebuild the Club
after the hiccup last year, so this announcement is very welcome news. Things are
lining up well for us now and | believe we can expe  ct Peel Thunder to be the next
major force in the Western Australian Football Leag ue”.

Gary Gray (Federal Parliamentary Secretary for Regional Development and Northern Australia —
Member for Brand) :- pointed to a joint media statement that had been released from Parliament
House Canberra 26/04/2009 between himself and Anthony Albanese (Federal Minister for
Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and Local Government). Essentially the $3.5 million
for Rushton Park had come from the $800 million “Community Infrastructure Program” which was
designed by the Rudd Labour Government to support jobs and local economies providing ‘stimulus’
during the global economic recession by investing in community construction. Mr Gray said the overall
project would be managed by “The City of Mandurah” (after all they own the land).

Federal Funding will be released once City of Mandurah meets contractual
requirements with the Government, including construction timetables,
building approvals, confirmation of all funding, and cost overruns to be met
E‘“ by the Council.
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Gary Gray said he was passionate about Aussie Rules Football and how
important it is that our unique code was given opportunity to grow and
develop as it should. He applauded the virtues of ‘AusKick’ the modified
rules for Junior competitions and then virtues of the progression of players
through the various grades. Gary highlighted the facilitation duty of the likes
of Mandurah Mustangs and Peel Thunder (being middle tier / middle space)
on the journey through to the elite AFL level. Gary also said the pathways in
~ Aussie Rules must be many and varied to allow each participant to find their
~ . own level and contribute in their own way.

~ Mr Gray said Federal Cabinet only approved the funding on Wednesday
. night (22.04.2009) and according to their own policy had to announce the
W grant within a specific time frame; this meant the Sunday morning after
Anzac Day. As luck would have it, being a ‘Bye’ weekend for Peel Thunder
our President John Ditchburn, Russel Clark (CEO) and several members of
he Board of Directors had paid for themselves to go to Melbourne for the
«#%! Anzac weekend AFL round of matches. Therefore Dan Kirkwood
represented the Directors of Peel Thunder and Greg Rundell represented
Mandurah Mustangs Football Club.



Dan_Kirkwood : - Vice President Peel Thunder, said although Peel Thunder hit
the wall last October / November and received $300k emergency funding from the
WAFC, the club will still be expected to contribute to the building cost. Dan
Kirkwood suggested more innovative thinking was required and ideas like “selling
Naming Rights” would be further explored along with enhanced function
capabilities etc. Peel Thunder has come a long way in its short history from
fighting year by year to stay in the WAFL competition to now becoming a centre of
WAFL excellence on and off the field. Dan also thanked the President and
officials for their incredible contributions and tenacity in the fight for survival.

Mark Newman : - CEO City of Mandurah said the Council and the Club had roughly 6 months to plan
how to manage the transition from old to new, before construction began.
