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REDEVELOPMENT UPDATE 
 

Now that the funding of the redevelopment project has been confirmed and secured the 
next exciting phase is to put all the processes in place for the commencement of works. 
 

The City of Mandurah will coordinate the redevelopment in liaison with the Peel Thunder 
 Football Club, whilst keeping all stakeholders informed of developments. 
 

Tenders for the official drawings have been called from architects with the final plans due late in 2009.  Following 
this, the tender for the construction of the new facility will be called with an appointment of the successful applicant 
expected to be made in early 2010. 
 

Demolition of sections of the current facility is proposed for December 2009, followed by complete demolition in 
early 2010. 
 

Construction of the new facility is expected to take a minimum 12 months meaning the club will operate from 
 limited facilities in 2010.  
 

Peel Thunder and the Mandurah Mustangs will continue to play matches at Rushton Park in 2010 with limited 
change room facilities available. 
 

A model of the new facility will soon be created to give members a visual idea of the completed project. 
 

During the redevelopment some very important income streams will be reduced and it is this that makes your 
membership, sponsorship and support so very important during this time. 
 

May I thank all our members & sponsors for the wonderful support you have given so far in 2009 and I look 
forward to keeping you all informed as the new era of the club unfolds.
